Youth who sometimes or regularly associate with delinquent youth (51%) or who associate with or are

gang members (8.2%).
Individual Domain: Youth who abuse alcohol or drugs, have mental health needs and need further assessment &/or treatment,

have a history of victimization and who are in need of temporary out of home placement.
Family Domain: Youth who reside in homes where domestic discord or violence is present, who parents have marginal

parenting skills and have family members with a criminal history.
